Millie was named the Top Sales Associate of 2005 and 2006 for NAI James Hanson Real Estate.  During her 34-year career, she brokered deals valued at more than $800 million.

· All applicants must be rising juniors or above.

· Scholarship funds are awarded directly to the college or university on behalf of the student. 
Selection Criteria

The selection of scholarship recipients will be determined by a committee made up of members of the SIOR Foundation with consideration for the following criteria:

· The applicant’s indication of interest in pursuing a career in commercial real estate; please specify where your interests lie within the commercial real estate industry and plans upon completion of degree.  

· The applicant’s record of scholastic achievement to date, including academic grade point average and extracurricular activities.

· The applicant’s community service and/or employment.
· The applicant’s economic need or situation.

· The applicant’s recommendations by two persons familiar with the applicant’s achievements or goals.  These would include professors, counselors, employers, Realtors®, SIORs, and other individuals.
